This time around I think that I am go-

ing to ramble a bit and probably jump 

around some because I do a have a lot 

on my mind and a seriously short at-

tention span (like my and most of your 

kids are at the beginning of spring).  So 

here we go. 

In my article last time I asked 

for some input or thoughts about the 

state of our region and the impact of 

decisions by the National Organization 

on it.  I have to admit that I was some-

what surprised that I received abso-

lutely no feedback whatsoever outside 

of the existing regional board members 

and area staff.  I‟ll take that as a sign 

that I rambled on a bit too long and 

that most people gave up before the 

end, missing the question. I have to 

think that because I really can‟t wrap 

my mind around 1900 sets of parents 

actually reading it and not one caring 

enough to share my concerns.  If you 

do share them and thought that others 

would take care of it, they didn‟t so I 

need you to still contact me and let me 

know.  If you would prefer not to talk 

to me for any reason, talk to Larry 

Barnes or one of the other board 

members instead.  If your curiosity has 

been piqued but you don‟t remember 

the article or didn‟t read it in the first 

place let me know and I‟ll email you a 

copy.   All right, I think that I‟ve beaten 

that thought to death, so I‟ll get to 

something else before I end up going 

outside and not finishing at all. 

One of the things that we, as 
the regional board, have to keep in 

mind these days is the state of the 

economy, especially here in our neck 

of the woods, and the terrible impact 

that it has had on many families in our 

region.  Heck, as of this writing I‟m 

among the ranks of the unemployed, 

so we do understand.  We don‟t really 

know what effect this situation will 

have on our registration numbers for 

next year.  We are the cheapest soccer 

game in town, but we do know that even 

$75 per kid is a whole lot of money and 

we do appreciate that you give us the 

opportunity to teach your kids about 

soccer.  That is why we try to do things 

like the discounts for multiple kids and 

working with our vendors to keep their 

prices for uniforms and supplies to a 

minimum so that we don‟t have to raise 

prices again.  In my last article I men-

tioned that National has raised their fees 

to us by $2.50 per player in the past 

several years and we expect them to 

increase them by at least $1.00 per year 

over the next two to three years as well.  

We also have to deal with the necessity 

of paying the townships for use of their 

fields (something that has only come up 

in the last two years).  In spite of these 

new costs we have decided not to in-

crease our registration fees for this com-

ing year and hopefully we will be able to 

do so again the following year also.  

Hopefully we will remain as large as we 

are now because it really helps when we 

can offer to buy in larger volumes, but 

we will deal with whatever comes our 

way in registration numbers and see if 

we are down to 1500 or back up over 

2000 when the dust settles.  Time for 

the next thought. 

OK, I wasn‟t going to do this 

until next season‟s newsletter article, but 
seeing as though I am looking for work 

and that there have been more positions 

out of state than in the area for me to 

apply, I think that I‟d like to take a mo-

ment to make an announcement and 

thank a few people for their help and 

guidance through the years.   I will be 

stepping down as Regional Commis-

sioner on November 30, 2009 and Larry 

Barnes will be taking over that role.  

Hopefully I‟ll be able to do a nice arti-

cle next time where I can really ex-

press myself thoroughly and include 

everyone, but this will work for now.  

The first thanks goes out to Russ 

Cardle, Jeff Diederich, Al Schwartz, 

Steve Cooper and Cathy Cooper, the 

people that guided, trained and en-

couraged me when I first got into this 

AYSO soccer thing back when my old-

est son wanted to play in first grade 

(he is almost 19 and in college now).
